Auto Data Indices Rebuild

Include Sub Consolidation Sites

Spreadsheet Link

FALCON's in-builtenquiryscreens have a ‘copy Excel' option. In order
to paste this information into a spreadsheet, ahtlos 'Spreadsheet'
option from the Falcon desktop 'Links Menu or clibk spreadsheet
Icon. This automatically loads the spreadsheetiipéon the

Parameter file. Standard Edit/Paste commands wah topy the

enquiry information into the Excel spreadsheet.

FALCON's Report Writer utilises the display and rtimgy options of
spreadsheets that support Dynamic Data Links (DDTlse
spreadsheet specified here will be defaulted imo'$preadsheet Link'
option on the 'Report Design' Header screen. Theasisheet specified,
however, can be changed for each Report desigmesl enabling
different reports to be output to different spréuamiss.

Historic Table: Enables the gain/loss to be calculated by comparing an opening
account against aclosing account value.
